Ciarán  (Little Dark One) 
Alastair  (defender of men) came into Gaelic in Scotland from 
Alexander. Strong connection with Clann Domhnaill 
(MacDonnells) from the Scottish Western Isle’s who settled 
Antrim 
Raghnall (Mighty Power) came into Gaelic from a viking 
name.  Has been corrupted to Randal in English.  Strong 
connections with Clann Domhnaill 
Colla:  Ancient gaelic name with a strong connection with 
Clann Domhnaill. 
Amhlaoibh:   Came into Gaelic from old Viking, first 
recorded in 851
